History

Troop 312 was organized in the fall of 1995 by the parents of graduating Webelos Scouts from Pack 284 sponsored by the Lewisberry United Methodist Church.

The Troop started with a financial donation of $250.00 from Troop 43 of Dallastown.  A donation of Baker tents and other camping gear was provided by Troop 146 of Wellsville.

Brian Kline was the Troop’s first Scoutmaster with Dana Foster appointed as the first Committee Chairman. The first patrol was the Shark patrol with 10 boys. 

The Troop’s first Eagle Scout was Jon Hawbecker.

Other Scoutmasters of the Troop were Jeff Richter, Dennis Braun, Roxanne Farrell, Dan Lauffer and our current Scoutmaster is Sam Spalla.


Current information
Troop 312 currently has 5 patrols (Viking, Dragon, Penguin, Raccoon and Rattlesnake) with approximately 40 active scouts and many able and willing adult leaders and parents.

Although the Troop is sponsored by the Lewisberry United Methodist Church, we have a long standing relationship with the Lisburn Community Fire Company. Our strong ties are most apparent during the fire company’s annual carnival week.  We assist with set up, tear down and providing “man power” as needed.  The Troop and fire company periodically join together to provide much needed community service.   The Troop holds annual Christmas Tree and Easter Flower sales at the fire company.
 
Troop 312 has been part of two (2) major service projects.  The first was the restoration of the indoor chapel at Camp Tuckahoe.  The other was the construction of the walking bridge over the mill race connecting the Lisburn Fire Company grounds to the soccer fields of the McLaughlin Park, keeping pedestrians off the busy and dangerous Rt.114.
